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	Crime Scene Reconstruction 
The goal of Crime Scene Reconstruction (CSR) is to articulate the interactive relationship of evidentiary items as they relate to the totality of the circumstances that impact a crime scene.   
Crime Scene Investigators by the nature of their duties are reactive in the performance of their duties. Their collection and preservation of physical evidence represent the individual building blocks that support a hypothesis of what occurred. 
The collection and preservation of evidence may or may not support the 
framework necessary to prove the individual elements for criminal prosecution and or civil litigation. 
Individual forensic displines such as: Crime Scene Photography, Diagrams, DNA, Gunshot Residue Testing, Latent Fingerprint Development, Tool and Tool and Firearm Examination and Blood Pattern Analysis; all contribute to the totality of the circumstances that are essential to CSR. 

As the individual forensic displines have become more sophisticated and complex the need for an individual who has a working knowledge and experience with   the individual displines has evolved. 

The Crime Scene Reconstruction expert witness utilizes the cumulative interpretation of forensic data of other experts in the discipline being considered to allow for a logical progression and development of what did or did not occur at the scene of an incident.
· Define the problem, form a hypothesis, experiment and observe, interpret the data.
· Draw conclusions and render opinions

· Utilize the physical evidence as a sounding board against which to test or evaluate explanations of significance as they pertain to the who, what, when, where and why of Crime Scene Reconstruction.
